Please find attached further details of our service, Phoenix Futures are a leading provider of services for people with substance misuse issues across England and Scotland providing support through prison, community and residential settings.  Our organisation is in its 40th year.  Here in Birmingham we have 3 services:
 
Structured Day Service (SDS)
A 12 week rolling programme for people who are abstinent or working towards abstinence whilst taking substitute medication for example.  Funded by Birmingham Drug and Alcohol Action Team (BDAAT)
 
Offending Users Rehabilitation Service (OURS)
Working within probation approved premises to support residents with drug problems, referred directly from probation.  Funded by Staffordshire and West Midlands Probation.
 
Community Engagement Outreach Service (CEOS)
Working with individuals who are not currently accessing treatment to support them with harm reduction whilst still using through to preparation for more structured tier 3 intervention.  Funded by the Drug Intervention Programme (DIP).
 
All 3 teams are based at the below address and have staff who would be able to promote their team at events.  We are also able to provide short workshops for small groups of service users dependant upon individual need.
