BBC The Community Dance scheme - Deadline Tuesday 12 July

The Scheme is designed to identify and support dance groups (“Groups”) as set out in more detail below. The Scheme intends to provide support to the Groups to enable them to increase their skills, raise their aspirations and help them gain new audiences, new members and a higher profile in their community. In each case, it will be for the Group to put forward their proposal stating what the grant will be used for (“Project”).

The following are examples of Projects the BBC PAF may fund, but this list is by no means exhaustive:
•    Send key members of a Group on a training course;
•    Run workshops with the intention of encouraging and attracting new members to join in;
•    Engage experts to provide master classes to improve the overall standard of the Groups performances; 
•    Provide an animateur to run a workshop in which the Group collaborates with schools or other local community groups;
•    Create a performance partnership with another Group in the Group's community, e.g. a music group or a school; 
•    Try out a new and ambitious way of performing e.g. a piece that would normally be out of reach; performing in a venue that is new to the Group; creating new partnerships to try something more ambitious; working with live music, theatre etc; and
•    Commissioning new work; engaging with choreographers to devise new work.

Cash 4 Clubs grants scheme - Deadline 8 July 2011

Sports club that are registered with their sport’s National Governing Body or local authority can apply for grants of up to £1,000 through the Cash 4 Clubs grants scheme. Cash 4 Clubs is a sports funding scheme which gives clubs a unique chance to apply for grants to improve facilities, purchase new equipment, gain coaching qualifications, and generally invest in the sustainability of their club.  Since 2008 over £100,000 has been given out in grants to 139 community sports clubs across the UK. There are three tiers of grants at £250, £500 and £1,000.

The Triangle Trust - Deadline 12 August 2011

The Triangle Trust 1949 Fund is currently inviting applications from charity organisations to support projects that support; carers; community arts and education; disability; older people; poverty; integration and rehabilitation.

Grants are normally in the range of £1,000 and £10,000. Successful projects will either maintain an open, inclusive society or promote integration (or reintegration) of individuals or groups into society. Preference will be given to smaller charities; charities which serve a locality or region of the UK, rather than national charities; and causes which find it more difficult to raise funds from the general public.  The next application deadline is the 12th August 2011

This grant programme is open to organisations working with disadvantaged children and young people who are 18 years old and under.  Your organisation and project must be based in the UK and you need to be a registered charity or other not-for-profit organisation.

Sport England - Protecting Playing Fields Programme - Deadline 4 July

Sport England has announced round 1 of the Protecting Playing Fields Programme (PPF) will open to applications on the 25th May 2011. Applications can be submitted by organisations entitled to receive public funding such as voluntary or community organisations, local authorities, sports clubs, playing field associations, charities and schools.

PPF is seeking to support projects that help communities maximise the sporting benefits of playing field land. Grants of between £20,000 and £50,000 will be available towards; the purchase of land for new playing fields and bringing disused playing fields back into use; the purchase of playing field land where there is a known and established threat, such as through the expiry of a lease or a development proposal; and improvements to existing pitches through levelling, drainage, reseeding and realignment.  

Local Education Authorities and schools are able to apply to the programme to provide new playing fields, bring into use disused playing fields or improve existing playing fields in order to establish and/or host a community club-schools link. All projects will be required to secure partnership funding.
